Managed Competition Timeline

2006
November -- Voters approve Proposition C, the so-called “managed competition.”
December – Mayor illegally cuts off negotiations.

2007
January – AFSCME Local 127 files charge against Mayor Sanders’ refusal to bargain.
September/October – The charges against the refusal to bargain are heard by the Public Employment Relations Board.

2008
May – Mayor Sanders announces his commitment to modify “managed competition” to protect healthcare, service workers and service quality.
July –City Council 7-1 agrees to ordinance changes to protect healthcare, service workers and service quality.
August – Judge Allen with the Public Employment Relations Board orders the City to bargain the details of the “managed competition” program.

2009
September – AFSCME Local 127 and the City mutually declare impasse in negotiations.
October – City Council orders the City back to negotiations.
